Worship stands at the center of the Christian life. Through corporate celebration and individual
devotion, we learn who and whose we are. This practical course will look at the theology and practice
of Reformed worship. It will also explore creating a Service for the Lord’s Day, celebrating the
sacraments of the church, developing special services, such as funerals and weddings. and study of
the church year. This will offer training to elders in churches with no regular pastor or supply pastor to
celebrate communion and preside at the table in their home church or the church assigned by Presbytery.
Special attention will be given to the current context for congregational worship, particularly debates
over traditional versus contemporary styles, music, art. Participation in this class will deepen one's
participation in worship and ability to lead others in worship.
